A Word About Copyrights

Many of us place a small copyright watermark on our images posted to social

media. Many cameras and processing editors allow you to include your copy-

right information in the IPTC area of the metadata of each image file. You can
do this because you own your work. It helps keep honest people honest. "The

moment your work is recorded, it is copyrighted. You instantly own the copy-
rights of the photos you create unless you are operating under a work-for-hire
agreement. There is, however, a stronger form of protection that comes about
by way of copyright registration."

There are four different ways photographers can register their work with the
U.S. Copyright Office:

« Registration of single images
« Group registration of published photographs
« Registration of an unpublished collection of photographs

« Registration method, “Contribution to Periodicals” (technically available, but
the group registration of published photographs achieves the same goal and
provides more flexibility in how you deposit your work)

The fees for registering a copyright start at $45. So this is something you might
not want to do very often. To learn more about copyright registration see
https://copyright.gov/

Copyright registration might be helpful if you needed to obtain an attorney to
protect your rights, but not an absolute necessity. Without registration, you still
have rights to the ownership of your own work. Your work is protected from
copying, scanning, reproduction, enhancement or manipulation under Federal
Law. It is illegal to reproduce without written permission.

Also in Owosso check out Curwood Castle! Curwood Castle, located in Curwood Castle Park ,stands on the
banks of the Shiawassee River. It served as the writing studio of James Oliver Curwood, one of America's
foremost authors of adventure novels and an early advocate of environmental conservation. Set in Owosso,
among one of the richest collections of historic homes and buildings in the Midwest, this replica of a Norman
chateau was completed in 1923. The beautiful castle was used by Curwood until his death in 1927. It is now a
museum and open to the public Tuesday-Sunday, 1-5pm.
