Shooting the sun

My favorite way to take advantage of sunny days in winter is to appreciate the short days
by going out and photographing sunrise more often. It's really a lot easier to photograph
sunrise when it happens at 7:15am than when it happens at 4:30am! When the sky is
perfectly clear, the most beautiful soft pastel colors fill the sky just before the sun rises
above the horizon.

Another way to convey a bright sunny day is include the sun in the frame.

Remember if the sun is in your frame, it can harm your eyes to look in the viewfinder!
This is a perfect time to use your LCD screen when creating your composition. Use a
small aperture like f/22 to create the sunburst effect.
